APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS

· Applicants must demonstrate:
· Scholastic proficiency
· Participation in extracurricular activities that benefit their school and/or community
· A familial relationship with a submarine qualified individual.
· That the submarine qualified individual is a member of United States Submarine Veterans, Incorporated (USSVI)
· Must be a graduating senior from a Charleston, Berkeley, or Dorchester County high school. (County requirement need not be met if applicant has a relative who is a member of the United States Submarine Veterans, Incorporated Charleston Base.)

APPLICATION PROCESS
The Charleston Base United States Submarines Veterans’ Association has established a Scholarship Committee to review and approve applications.
Students meeting the above criteria and wishing to apply for a scholarship must observe the following procedure:

· Complete the enclosed application.
· Provide a copy of a letter of acceptance to an accredited college, university, or vocational school.

REVIEW PROCESS AND DETERMINATION
The information submitted by the applicant will be maintained in strict confidence.  It will be made available only to the Charleston Base United States Submarine Veterans’ Scholarship Committee.

A hard copy of the submitted application must be received by the Committee no later than 11:59 p.m. on the closing date of May 1,2026.
